Additional parents attended CSAC meetings throughout the year as did teachers and other speakers.

Meetings
CSAC meetings were held on September 29th, October 27th and November 24th of 2009 and on January 19th, February 23rd, April 27th and May 25th of 2010. Notices of each meeting (with agenda) were circulated to the School Community in advance of each meeting together with the minutes of the preceding meeting. The dates for all CSAC meetings were posted on the school’s web site. CSAC meetings were open to all members of the School Community.

Specific Activities/Events

Parent Involvement Funds (PIF)
CSAC received $500.00 from the Ministry of Education which was to be used to enhance parent engagement and school communication with parents. These funds were used to purchase fridge magnets which set out the monthly CSAC meeting dates and important school information. Once again, each school family received a fridge magnet with the August mail-out. The cost of these magnets was $461.99. The balance of the Parent Involvement Funds was used to purchase a grocery gift card for the CSAC meeting refreshments. 
Special Events Sponsored by CSAC
Last year, CSAC made a contribution of $600.00 towards the Brebeuf Youth Ministry’s trip to Ottawa to participate in the March for Life. CSAC also gave the Brebeuf Youth Ministry the financial support of $400.00 to help them to purchase necessary supplies for the 150 young men who are members.
CSAC made a donation of $200.00 to finance the Brother Lawrence Maher graduation award which was given to the grade 12 student who showed a commitment to spirituality within the school community, embraced many aspects of school life, showed a willingness to help students, and gave an indication that he will pursue further education.
At our final meeting in May, the CSAC parents made the decision to support the Kairos retreat programme with the substantial sum of $1050 to pay for six grade 11 students, who attended a Kairos retreat last year, to return this year as leaders at Kairos III.
Brebeuf Used Uniform Sale
The Brebeuf CSAC organized its second annual Used Uniform Sale which was held in the gym on June 12th.  The Brebeuf Used Uniform Sale assists families with keeping the cost of the school uniform affordable. Last June, CSAC earned over $2,400.00 from the Used Uniform Sale. Thank you to the following parents who gave their time and effort to make the Used Uniform Sale a huge success: Darlene Canton, Bridget Barron, Angela Lam, Louise Whitfield, Ray Taylor, Cecilia Aponte de Hanna, Luisa Lampitoc, Luan Cyril-Pilon, Vivienne Coelho, and Hilda Castaneda. Thanks also to Mr. Azzopardi and Ms. Allen who helped to advertise the event and to provide storage space for the used uniform items before the sale. We have already set the date for the third annual Used Uniform Sale to take place on June 11, 2011.

Committees
In accordance with the CSAC’s Constitution and By-laws, two CSAC committees were appointed to assist with the Annual General Meeting, namely the Nomination Committee (Cecilia Aponte de Hanna, Gina Morrison and Louise Whitfield) and the Audit Committee (Darlene Canton and Vivienne Coelho). The Nomination Committee has worked to receive and confirm nominations for membership on the 2010-2011 CSAC and to monitor the voting at the September 28, 2010 Annual General Meeting of the School Community all in accordance with the CSAC Constitution and By-laws.

The Audit Committee met with the CSAC Treasurer and reviewed the financial records of the CSAC for the 2009-2010 school year in advance of their presentation to the School Community at the September 28, 2010 Annual General Meeting. A copy of the CSAC’s 2009-2010 financial statement and report thereon of the Audit Committee are attached to this Annual Report.
Other Matters
Other matters presented/actioned during the year:

(a) ongoing reports by the Principal were made regarding various matters such as student achievement, student attendance  and school events; 

(b) CSAC Agenda and Minutes were posted on the Brebeuf web site on a monthly basis;

(e) Darlene Canton became a member of the Brebeuf Safe Schools Committee;
