	Approval of Agenda 
	Louise asked if anyone would like to add anything to the Agenda. Louise added a new item #6 in order for Eric Guy and Rob Gregoris to speak about the Salesian Retreat. There were no further additions. The revised Agenda was approved by Vivienne Coelho and seconded by Marie Houghton.

	Approval of October 26, 2010 minutes
	The Minutes for October 26, 2010 were reviewed. The Minutes were approved by Greg Parnham and seconded by Vivienne Coelho.

	Religion Department Presentation on Salesian Retreat
	Eric Guy and Rob Gregoris spoke about the Salesian Retreat which is a 3 day, 2 night retreat for Grade 11 students. Brebeuf students have been participating in this Retreat for 7 years. The Salesian Retreat gave birth to the Brebeuf Youth Ministry. It is similar to the Kairos Retreat, which is spiritual in nature, but it also focuses on leadership. There will be a number of other schools in the TCDSB which will also have students attending the Retreat. The cost is $233 per student and 6 students attended the Retreat in November. There will be another Salesian Retreat in February and students with the potential to develop leadership skills will be invited to attend.

There was a funding request to CSAC to subsidize half of the cost of the Salesian Retreat for two students who find the expense difficult to manage, at a cost of $116.50 each; and to subsidize half of the cost for two teachers for the two retreats at a cost of $116.50 x 4. 
There was further discussion on this item after Mr. Guy and Mr. Gregoris left. It was decided to subsidize half of the cost for two students at a cost of $233. It was also decided to support the teachers who facilitate this retreat by paying the full cost for two teachers for two retreats at a cost of $932.  A vote was taken and it was unanimously decided to fund this request in the total amount of $1165.

	Student Council Report
	Shaun Rana advised that the Club Brebeuf talent show was held this past Friday and the proceeds of $3,000 will to go support Megan’s Walk.
The proceeds from Casual Day were $950. The Student Council will be establishing a scholarship in the amount of $600 to be used to assist a student at the Presentation Brothers’ school in Ghana.


	

	Long Term Program Plan Consultation
	Mr. Azzopardi conducted a powerpoint presentation on the LTAPP (Long Term Accommodation and Program Plan) for Brebeuf College.  He distributed a handout entitled “Guiding Principles” with respect to the LTAPP process.

	Principal’s Report
	Mr. Azzopardi distributed a handout entitled “Detailed Homework Guidelines of the TCDSB”.

Mr. Azzopardi distributed a handout entitled “School Learning Improvement Plan” for Brebeuf College School.

Mr. Azzopardi distributed a handout entitled “What do you need to graduate?”  He advised that for the purposes of graduation requirements, one credit from the co-op program has now been added as a choice for Secondary School students.

Mr. Azzopardi discussed a suggestion for a fundraiser which is being considered. Last November, staff assisted the Pulmonary Hypertension Foundation by helping to organize a Casino Night. This year, the school would like to hold a Mardi Gras Night on the Saturday before Lent to raise funds for the school.

Mr. Azzopardi advised that his school block budget for this year is $170,000. The need to have a new 220V outlet installed in the cafeteria to help accommodate a second serving station is being considered. The cost is estimated to be approximately $2,000.
Mr. Azzopardi advised that, after some consultation, the cafeteria does not require a convection oven at this time. The cafeteria lineups seem to be shorter and there is usually enough food being prepared for the students. There has been a suggestion to introduce a schwarma machine for the cafeteria.

The administration is still working on determining the best format for staff meetings (eg. frequency of morning vs. end of day meetings) to maximize staff involvement.

Mr. Azzopardi did a technology update and advised that the school has disposed of 80-90 extremely old computers. Thirty refurbished computers have now also been ordered.

	

	Chair’s Report
	Louise Whitfield advised that she will be reviewing the Principal Profile at the end of this meeting and parents are welcome to stay afterwards to offer their input and suggestions. She will collect any suggestions and revise the Principal Profile so that it can be submitted to our Superintendent by the end of January.
Louise advised that there will be a meeting on December 16th at 7:00 p.m. at the CEC to discuss the document entitled “Policy, Process and Guideline for Trustees and Staff in Addressing Parent and Stakeholder Concerns” and all parents are welcome to attend.

Louise read a note from our Trustee, Maria Rizzo, expressing her appreciation to the staff, students and parents of Brebeuf College for their continued support over her years as our Trustee. She advised that, although the political boundaries have changed and she will no longer be our Trustee, she will still be available to assist us if the need arises. Our new Trustee, John Del Grande, and she will continue to work together on issues affecting schools in the city boundary of Ward 24.

	Other Business
	Mr. DiMauro advised that 6 grad students, 6 leaders and 32 students participated in the Kairos Retreat held on November 3-5. He is extremely appreciative of the support from parents and students for this initiative.

There is a clothing drive being held at the school and they presently have 1800 articles of clothing which will be donated to Dr. Andrew Simone, St. Vincent de Paul and Vics.

The Student Council will be having their annual CanAid food drive in December.

The school would like to start up a Breakfast Club to assist some of our students. The cafeteria vendor will be asked to provide food for this initiative. They are also asking students, staff and parents to bring in new clothing items which you may have in your closet that you have never worn to give to some of the less fortunate students.

Our sports teams are doing extremely well and there have been huge turnouts for tryouts.

Mr. DiMauro expressed concern about the use of cell phones during school. He shared the opinion that cell phones are not a learning tool and, in fact, can be used by students to cheat. 

Although the school calendar has been posted on the Brebeuf website, information on the school’s policies, as well as the traffic protocol, still need to be added.
