	Equity and Inclusive Education Presentation
	Patrick Keyes, Superintendent of Student Success/Equity and Inclusive Education, conducted a slide presentation on the TCDSB’s draft Equity and Inclusive Education Policy. Assisting him were Nick D’Avella, principal of Michael Power/St. Joseph Catholic High School, and Ralph Peter, TCDSB Religious Education Program Coordinator. Patrick informed us that in 1867, Catholics were given the right to have Catholic schools and govern ourselves. This right is enshrined in the Constitution, and the TCDSB’s Equity and Inclusive Education Policy and its implementation will reflect this right. The Equity and Inclusive Education Policy is expected to be passed sometime in the new year after the Trustees return to the Board.

	Student Council Report
	Shaun Rana advised that the first school dance is coming up on Friday, October 29th. The Student Council is selling Brebeuf scarves at $15 each. The Youth Ministry is hoping to collect 10,000 pop can tabs, and the proceeds will be used towards the purchase of a wheelchair. The Kairos Retreat will be held from November 3-5.

	

	Principal’s Report
	Mr. Azzopardi provided a printout of the departmental budget allocations for 2010-2011. The school’s block budget for this year is $158,000 which is calculated by a complex formula of approximately $146 per student.
The Eco-School Program is a work in progress. Some of the staff are working on a plan that involves setting up stations on each floor with empty recycling bins. There is still a lot of work to be done heightening awareness of green initiatives among staff and students.

Friday, October 29th is casual day and students will be allowed to wear Halloween costumes.

There are six late starts scheduled for this school year, four to accommodate staff meetings and two to accommodate departmental meetings. Mr. Azzopardi is working with staff and parents to find a balance between scheduling late starts and supporting staff meetings and professional time in a way that meets everyone’s needs.  
Mr. Azzopardi distributed a handout entitled “Supporting your Child’s Learning through Assessment, Evaluation and Reporting”. It highlights the changes to the provincial report card and clarifies how teachers will report and communicate assessment and evaluation information with parents. Mr. Azzopardi will report on the Board’s homework policy at the November meeting.

Mr. Azzopardi advised that early warning letters were sent out.

Mr. Azzopardi reviewed the LTAPP (Long Term Accommodation and Program Plan) which specifies Brebeuf as a single gender school, specializing in Health and Athletics. This plan is still in the consultation stage and there will be opportunities for input at our next meeting.

Mr. Azzopardi advised that on Monday students are to begin wearing the winter uniform (no golf shirts).
