March for Life & Pro -Life Club: Students of the Pro-
Life Club work throughout the year to spread the 
message of life to students and people within the 
community. In addition to the promotion of the Pro-
life message through informational activities and 
guest speakers, students fundraise for the National 
March for Life in Ottawa in May.  
 
Milk Bag Collection : A collection is held throughout 
the year to collect large milk bags from students. 
These large bags are twisted into sleeping mats and 
shipped to Developing countries to provide beds to 
sleep on for the less fortunate and to prevent disease.  
 
Mini -Olympics : The Mini-Olympics is a day of sports 
and activities for those with developmental 
disabilities within the TCDSB. The Youth Ministry 
plays a part in organizing and participating in this 
event, as well as sending student volunteers to help 
with  the day. 
 
Prayer Group : The Brebeuf Prayer Group consists of 
a group of students that meets every Friday to reflect 
on Gospel passages and their relevance to the daily 
lives of the students. As well, the group seeks to 
promote a deeper faith in Christ and an amplified 
prayer life.  
 
Salesian Leadership Retreat : The Salesian 
Leadership Retreat is held with other students 
throughout the city. This life-changing retreat focuses 
on Catholic leadership and creating lasting 
relationships with like-minded Catholics and 
students.  
 
School Liturgies : Throughout the year, the Youth 
Ministers are called on to help lead the school 
through the liturgy and mass. Youth Ministers play 
various roles in these masses, including reading, altar 
serving, singing, and setting up.
